SUMVARY: This data collection is a sociohistorical study of the
ways in which three generations (lssei, N sei, and Sansei) of
Japanese- Arerican fanmilies adapted to soci al , cul tural

educational, occupational, and other institutions of American life.
The study exanines the experience of the first immgrants to the
United States (Issei), and their children (N sei) and grandchildren
(Sansei). Interviews with Issei famlies stressed the difficulties
faced by the immgrants during their early years in the United
States, as well as aspects of social and cultural life. Interviews
with N sei included questions on enploynment, attitudes toward work,
i ncorme, education, narriage, social relationships, discrimnation
and religion. Topics covered in Sansei interviews included birth

order, age, marital status, children, soci al rel ati onshi ps,
occupation, industry, incone, education, Japanese val ue systens,
marital choi ces, i nfl uence  of parents and (grandparents,

discrimnation, religion, political attitudes, and mgration

Issei who survived until 1962 and lived on the United States
mai nl and.

SAMPLING Each generation in this study is a representative
nationwide mainland United States sanple. The Issei sanple was
chosen froma project listing 18,000 Issei who survived until 1962
and lived on the United States mainland. It is stratified by county
and is designed to achieve equal representation of those living in
nei ghborhoods of six different levels of housing quality. The
sample is further stratified to represent the density of the
popul ation of the Japanese- Anerican comunity w thin each county.
N sei and Sansei respondents were obtai ned by requesting the nanes
and addresses of children and grandchildren fromthe parents.

NOTE: (1) For reasons of confidentiality, the third colum (city,
county) of all location codes in all three files was blanked with
zeros. The first two colums (section, state) of the affected 19
variables remain intact. (2) The codebook and questionnaires are
provi ded as Portabl e Docunent Format (PDF) files. The PDF file
format was developed by Adobe Systens Incorporated and can be
accessed using the Adobe Acrobat Reader.
