       The study of minimal surfaces---mathematical idealizations of soap films---has been central to the 
development of modern geometry and partial differential equations. We will present various definitions 
of a minimal surface, all local (including one that explains the obscure title of this lecture), show how 
the field is connected with complex analysis, and discuss some global questions about existence of 
these surfaces.
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
